Raiffeisen-Osteuropa-Rent (ein Anlagefonds von Raiffeisen Capital Management Österreich) (R) is a bond fund. It invests predominantly in bonds from Central and Eastern
European issuers (including Turkey) in the respective national currencies, and bonds denominated in Central and Eastern European currencies (including Turkish lira). The fund
management works to optimise the risk-return profile using additional active strategies. The Fund is particularly suitable for investors who wish to benefit from the earnings
potential of an Eastern European bond investment and are aware of the related higher risks, ranging from unfavourable currency developments and elevated price volatility to
possible loss of capital in the event of strong increases in interest rates or default by issuers.
The fund is actively managed with reference to a benchmark. Such reference to a benchmark does not restrict the fund management’s scope of action.
