
Current fund strategy
Raiffeisen-Nachhaltigkeit-Momentum (ein Anlagefonds von Raiffeisen Capital Management Österreich) (I) is an equity fund that currently invests primarily in small and medium-sized
European companies. The focus is on companies whose sustainability has improved significantly over the past three years (sustainability momentum) and that have strong
earnings power in the opinion of the fund management. The Fund promotes ecological/social characteristics and to this end it invests in equities and bonds on the basis of ESG
(environmental, social, governance) criteria. At least 51% of the Fund’s investments are sustainable with social and environmental objectives; at this time, investment in line with
the EU Taxonomy Regulation is not targeted. The Fund is suitable for investors who wish to benefit from the long-term earnings potential of a diversified equity investment in
small and medium-sized European enterprises and are aware of the risks, ranging from high price volatility to possible loss of capital.
The fund is actively managed without reference to a benchmark.
